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The Florida Adult Day Care Association (FADCA)* opposes reductions in general revenue funding for the following programs: 
· Aged and Disabled Home and Community Based Medicaid Waiver 

· Alzheimer’s Disease Medicaid Waiver

· Alzheimer’s Disease Initiative (ADI)

· Community Care for the Elderly (CCE)

· Local Services Program (LSP)

· Long Term Care Medicaid Diversion Programs

Funding through the programs listed above provide scores of our state’s most frail and vulnerable individuals with adult day care, adult day health care and respite services which have proven to be a viable and cost effective community based service option in the long term care continuum.   As stated in the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services Executive Summary, “Adult Day Services: A Key Community Service for Older Adults”, Adult Day Services have great potential to reduce health care costs by providing health care monitoring, preventative health care, and timely provision of primary care, particularly for individuals at risk for incurring high medical costs.
Reductions in the general revenue funding will:

· Diminish or eliminate access to adult day care services for those currently receiving services as well as those on the waiting list
· Compromise the safety and well being of individuals residing alone or without appropriate care 
· Potentially increase the utilization of emergency care provided by first responders (police, paramedics, fire rescue), resulting in increased costs to the state.
· Precipitate premature institutionalization for many frail and vulnerable individuals, resulting in increased costs to the state. 

· Diminish the quality of life for many individuals benefiting from the invaluable services and resources provided in adult day care facilities throughout the state
